Constitution for Global Brigades 
Arizona State University 
  

ARTICLE I. NAME AND PURPOSE 

Section A: NAME 


Part 1.The official name for this organization is ASU Global Brigades. 

Part 2.This organization will use the name or its acronym, ASU-GB, in all publicity materials and correspondence. 

Section B: PURPOSE 


Part 1. Global Brigades is a secular, international student-operated volunteer organization whose mission is to provide sustained aid to under-served communities in the areas of infrastructure, water quality, dental health, medical health, public health, environment and economy throughout the world.  Alongside affiliate groups at other distinguished universities, our ASU team recruits student volunteers and industry professionals, gathers equipment, and then travel overseas to perform these brigades. In affiliation with national Global Brigades, the ASU-GB will conduct trips to locations including but not limited to: Honduras, Panama, Ghana, India, etc... Within the course of a year, we plan to conduct multiple trips with emphasis on spring, winter and summer breaks in the Arizona State University academic calendar.  We will recruit dedicated students to volunteer on each of the trips relative to its cause. We will also work with the university to ensure that Arizona State University approves travel. The cost of each trip is subject to vary. 

Part 2. All activities of this organization must be directed toward this purpose.

ARTICLE II.MEMBERSHIP 

Section A: REQUIREMENTS 


Part 1. Membership shall be open to all Arizona State University students and must comply with federal laws prohibiting discrimination on the basis of race, religion, color, national origin, ancestry, age, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity and expression, disability, atypical hereditary cellular or blood trait, marital status, civil union status, domestic partnership status, military service, and veteran status, and any other category protected by law. 

Part 2. All currently enrolled undergraduate majors are eligible to be voting members.  We will target the recruitment of students in various fields.  The number of students to participate in the trips will be the maximum capacity that the location permits, who will be selected by an application process. Those who are not selected to participate on a brigade will have priority placement on the following brigade, and may still participate in all other activities. The ASU-GB is a non-partisan organization and will have no political prejudices in choosing trip members; however, the executive board of ASU-GB holds the right to deny a student permission to participate in a trip with reasonable cause.

Part 3. All other ASU students and ASU staff, faculty, and alumni are eligible to be non-voting members. 

Part 4. All members are required to demonstrate support for the purpose of this organization. 

Section B. RIGHTS 


Part 1. All members are eligible to attend all meetings and events of this organization. 

Part 2. If a fee is charged to attend a particular event, the membership will establish a fee scale for voting members, non-voting members, and others as appropriate. 

Section C. WITHDRAWAL OF MEMBERSHIP 


Part 1. Members may have their membership withdrawn for failure to adhere to the requirements for membership as stated above. 

Part 2. A simple majority vote of the quorum of membership at a regular or special meeting shall be sufficient to withdraw membership. 

Part 3. Members to be voted upon in this regard will be notified of the intention to do so in writing at least one week prior to the meeting at which the vote will be taken.

Section B. DUTIES 


Part 1. The President will chair all meetings of GB and will call special meetings as needed. The President will vote on GB matters only in case of a tie and will produce all official correspondence for the organization. The President is the executive chair for all of the brigades conducted by the ASU-GB organization and will preside over all meetings. In the absence of the president, the Vice President will act as President and make necessary decisions regarding the brigades. 

Part 2. The Vice President shall chair any ad hoc committees or task forces of the organization and coordinate within the ASU community and with the national GB.


Part 3. The Treasurer will maintain financial records and report on the financial transactions of GB in conjunction with ASU Student Accounting Business office. 

Part 4. The Public Relations/Marketing Officers will head the recruiting of undergraduate students and professionals and other such dignitaries when necessary. 

Part 5. The Webmaster/Historian will maintain the website and ASU-GB social networks and consistently update both online venues with relevant ASU-GB content. Additionally, the Webmaster/Historian will take pictures at all ASU-GB events and upload to all ASU-GB online venues.
 

Section C. MULTIPLE OFFICES


Part 1. A single member may only hold one position in the general executive board at one  


time.

Part 2. A member who holds a position in the general executive board is also able to chair committees of specific brigades at the same time.

Section D. REQUIREMENTS FOR RUNNING FOR AND HOLDING OFFICE 


Part 1. All officers and candidates for office must be currently enrolled ASU students. 

Part 2. All officers must be voting members of ASU-GB. 

Part 3. In order to hold the position of President or Vice President, the student must have already completed one successful brigade.  

Section E. NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS 


Part 1. Nominations for all offices will be taken from the floor at an April general meeting and within one week following that meeting via any other form of communication with any of the members of the executive board.  

Part 2. Any members may nominate any other member, including himself or herself. 

Part 3. Elections will be held at the meeting following nominations. 

Part 4. A simple majority vote of the quorum present at that meeting will be sufficient to elect an officer. If there are more than two candidates and no candidate receives a majority, there will be a run-off vote between the top two vote recipients in the general meeting. 

Section F. REMOVAL FROM OFFICE 


Part 1. Officers may be removed from office for failure to perform duties or for violation of membership clause. 

Part 2. Officers to be voted upon in this regard will be notified of the intention to do so in writing at least one week prior to the meeting at which the vote will be taken. 

Part 3. A two-thirds majority of quorum present at a regularly scheduled meeting shall be sufficient for removal form office. 

Section G. TERMS OF OFFICE AND VACANCIES 


Part 1. The term of office shall be from the first meeting following Spring elections to the April elections of the following Calendar year. 

Part 2. Should a vacancy in office occur, there will be another nomination procedure and election for the vacant office. 

Part 3. In the meantime, the Vice President will assume the duties of the President, the Treasurer will assume the duties of the Vice President, and the Public Relations Chair will assume the duties of the Treasurer should those offices be vacant. 

ARTICLE IV. MEETINGS

Section A: Regular meetings will be held at least once a month, time and date depending on the maximum availability of brigade members for that semester.  Meeting frequency may increase closer to departure for the brigade in order to ensure complete preparation for the trip. 

Section B: Special meetings may be called by any combination of three of the officers. Notice of special meetings must be communicated to all members at least 36 hours in advance of the meeting.

Section C. To conduct business at any meeting, one half of the entire voting membership must be present to form quorum.

ARTICLE V. COMMITTEES 

Section A. CHAIRS

Part 1. Purpose is to run the committees made up of different directors to ensure an organized Brigade.

Part 2. Interest in chairing a committee for a specific brigade, as Brigade Leader, will be assessed by a short email application to the President. Interviews may be incorporated into the process.

Part 3. Chairs of committees will be chosen by a vote of the General Executive Board after a week-long application period. 

Part 4. At any time, the Chair of a committee may be removed by a majority vote of the General Executive Board. 

Section B. SUPPLIES DIRECTOR(S)


Part 1. Purpose is to organize the collections supplies for the brigade.  A running inventory of all collected items must be kept at all times. 

Part 2. The title and purpose of each director will be based on the type of brigade 




(a). Medical, Dental, and Public Health Brigade – Chief Medical Officer




(b). Engineering, Water, Environmental – Chief Engineer




(d). Business, Law – Chief Analyst  

Section C. FINANCE DIRECTOR(S)


Part 1. Purpose is to gather donations, which will go towards the purchasing of supplies and airfare to perform the brigades. 

Part 2. The director will maintain contact with the National Organization. 

Section D. RECRUITMENT DIRECTOR(S)


Part 1. Purpose is to increase membership for different brigades. 

Part 2. Director will maintain contact with the National Organization relevant to the cause of the brigade.

Section E. OTHER DIRECTORS


Part 1. Other directors may be appointed by a majority vote of the executive board of ASU-GB. 

Part 2. In appointing such directors, the ASU-GB executive board must specify its purpose and and establish its duration. 

Part 3. In the event of multiple brigades at one time, separate chairs may be appointed of each brigade with Finance and Supplies Committees for the multiple brigades being conducted.  

ARTICLE VI. AFFILIATIONS 

Section A. ASU, the State University of Arizona 


Part 1. This organization is a recognized student organization at Arizona State University. 

Part 2. In all correspondence and business transactions involving Arizona State University funds, the money will only benefit the Arizona State University students that are a part of ASU-GB. 

Part 3. ASU-GB accepts full financial and production responsibility for all activities it sponsors. 

Part 4. This organization shall abide by all applicable rules and regulations of the University and under the privileges as granted by the Division of Student Affairs and by the rules and regulations of the Board of Governors. Where ASU policies and regulations and those of ASU-GB differ, the policies and regulations of ASU will take precedence. 


Section B. National Global Brigades 

Part 1. ASU-GB is the ASU chapter of Global Brigades, and although it may be loosely affiliated with Brigades at other Universities, is not bound by any of their rules or regulations. 

Part 2. ASU-GB will make an effort to work with other Universities' Brigades to create connections across the United States and heighten ASU-GB's impact to regions around the world. 

Section C. Arizona and The United States of America

Part 1. This organization shall abide by all applicable laws of the State of Arizona and the United States.

  

ARTICLE VII. FACULTY/STAFF ADVISOR 

Section A. ADVISOR REQUIREMENTS 

Part 1. As a recognized student organization at Arizona State University, GB is required to have an official advisor from the ASU faculty and/or staff. 

Section B. DUTIES 

Part 1. The advisor must sign the recognition application each year, or whenever officer information changes or amendments are made to the constitution. 

Part 2. Officers should meet with the advisor as many times as needed. 

Part 3. An advisor may not vote in ASU-GB matters, hold office or unduly influence decisions of the student organization. 

ARTICLE VIII. STANDING RULES AND AMENDMENTS 

Section A. STANDING RULES 

Part 1. Standing Rules can be added to this constitution by a simple majority vote of the entire membership at a regular meeting of ASU-GB. 

Part 2. The Standing Rules will specifically apply the Purpose to each form of Brigade being undertaken.        

Part 3. This constitution takes precedence over any and all standing rules. 

Section B. AMENDMENTS 

Part 1. This constitution can be amended by a two-thirds vote of the entire membership at a regular meeting of ASU-GB. 

Part 2. Notification of such a motion must be made to members at least one meeting in advance of the one in which the actual vote is taken.  
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
